How do public services supply, livelihood capital, and livelihood strategies affect subjective poverty?
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File descriptions
The data are anonymized and no personal information appears in the data, and we use STATA to filter and process the data. The data contain seven variables, such as subjective poverty, public services supply, physical capital, financial capital, social capital, human capital and livelihood strategy. We can explore the relationship between each variable and subjective poverty separately.

Subjective poverty, we use the question "Which level do you think your own socioeconomic status belongs to in the local area?" as the measurement object.

Public services supply, we use the questionnaire measures the subjective evaluation of the government’s overall satisfaction with providing public services in 14 aspects.

We use "Do you have real estate for your own" to measure the state of physical capital.

We use "family income" to measure financial capital endowment.

We use "education degree" to measure human capital.

We use the question "What online social groups circles have you joined in the past two years?" as an indicator to measure social capital.
